Fix breast beams No. 155-M to the front and
back posts of the loom, the round edge out-
side.

To fix the back beam No. 165-M you should first fix the wheel
for friction brake inside the steel wire spiral, then fix the
beam in the grooves of rear posts No. 103-M and 104-M.

The cord of the automatic brake is already attached to the re-
lease treadle No. 126-M and to hock the spring to the wire
circle without difficulty, all you do is press down the lever
