On page 28, insert after SShhaappee  AArrmmhhoollee instructions for LLeefftt
FFrroonntt:

NNeexxtt  RRooww  ((RRSS)):: BO 20 sts. Attach Atlantic and BO 1 st; sl2, k1,
p2sso; continue with Atlantic in pattern st as set through end of
row.

On page 29, shape armhole for RRiigghhtt  FFrroonntt as follows: AATT SSAAMMEE
TTIIMMEE, shape armhole same as for left back.

RRnndd  1199  ((DDeecc  RRnndd  77)):: ([K2tog] 14 times) (14 sts rem).

Row 1 should be a RS row. BO after last row. In key for chart,
blank st should be knit on RS rows, purl on WS rows.

Gauge should be “On US 1...”

DDeecc  RRnndd  22:: *K2tog; rep from * (if 1 st rems, knit it).
